Robert Wells 
helps us shrink everything down to size.  
   The largest animal on earth is the blue 
whale. Its tail flippers are bigger than 
most animals... but a blue whale isn’t 
nearly as big as a mountain. 
   If one hundred blue whales were placed 
in a huge jar, millions of such jars would 
fit inside a hollowed-out Mt. Everest... 
but Mt. Everest isn’t nearly as big as 
earth. 
   If one hundred Mt. Everests were 
stacked together, they would form a mere 
speck on the face of the earth... but the 
earth isn’t nearly as big as the sun. 
   One million earths would fit inside the 
sun... but the sun isn’t nearly as big as 
the red star Antares. 
   Fifty million suns would fit inside 
Antares... but Antares isn’t nearly as big 
as the Milky Way Galaxy. 
   Billions of stars make up the Milky 
Way Galaxy... but the Milky Way Galaxy 
isn’t nearly as big as the universe. 
   Billions of galaxies fill the universe, 
and yet it is almost totally empty... but 
the universe isn’t nearly as big as God.
